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Holiday Plant Lore

Plants have figured in
myths and legends since the
dawn of antiquity. The ancient
Greeks and Romans had an
explanation for winter that
made perfect sense to them.
Hades, god of the underworld,
fooled Persephone, whom he
had kidnapped, into eating a
few pomegranate seeds while
she remained in his dark realm.
This doomed her to spend half
of each year with him, during
which time her mother, the god-
dess of fertility and agriculture,
mourned and refused to bless
the cold earth with bounty. In
the Norse Eddas, both the
golden god Balder and his
mother dreamed that he would
be killed, so she extracted a
promise from every object on
earth not to harm him. Unfortu-

nately, she overlooked the mis-
tletoe, thinking it too small and
unimportant, but it was from
that plant that Loki, mischief-
maker among the gods, fash-
ioned the spear that killed the
good Balder.

Many plants have associa-
tions with the winter holidays,
especially with Christmas.
Sadly, since most of them
gained these associations over
millennia of European cultural
development, only a few do
well here in Florida, and those
come from southern, Mediterra-
nean Europe. One of the best
for us is the herb rosemary,
whose name some might think
has to do with the Virgin Mary
"rose of Mary," though it really
means "dew of the sea." But
legend relates that, when the
Holy Family was on its Flight
into Egypt to escape the baby-
killers sent out by King Herod,

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they stopped to rest, and the Vir-
gin threw her cloak over a rose-
mary shrub. From that time the
plant, which had bloomed white,
produced blue flowers--the color
of the Virgin. Of course this ig-
nores the fact that there are still
white and even pink forms; for
most people, rosemary blooms
are blue.

Mistletoe also thrives here,
though | don't know that anyone
actually cultivates it, and our
American version is an entirely
different genus than the one na-
tive to Europe. It was one of the
traditional Christmas greens
hung in houses and manors and
was not permitted to touch the
ground between the time it was
cut and the time the greens
were cleared away at Candle-
mas (2 February) for fear of bad
luck. And of course we all know

The Christmas rose, really
a hellebore, is said to have
sprouted in the snow from the
tears of a young girl in Bethle-
hem who had no gift
for the Christ child.
But the plant is native
to mountainous areas
in southern Germany,
Austria, northern Italy
and nearby places
where it snows much
more often than it
does in the Holy Land.
| have not seen it
thrive further south
than Charlotte, North
Carolina. The leg-
ends surrounding this
plant had a momen-
tous effect on our
English and colonial
American ancestors.
There was a plant at
Canterbury cathedral
which was said to
have been set out by
St. Thomas a Becket
when he was
archbishop there. In
1588 England was
contemplating chang-
ing over to the new
Gregorian calendar,
as the Catholic coun-
tries of Europe were
doing. People waited
with anticipation to
see whether the Christmas
rose would bloom on the new
date for Christmas or would
wait until the old one came
round. It failed to open its
blossoms until 6 January, and
England did not adopt the new
calendar for more than one
hundred sixty years. One of
my great-grandmothers, who

lived until 1934, always saved a
few Christmas treats to enjoy on
"Old Christmas."

These kinds of legends came
to the New World and were trans-
ferred to our native plants. An-
other poor girl in sixteenth-century

Mexico is said to have wept be-
cause she had no gift for the
Christ Child. She was instructed
by an angel to gather some
weeds from the wayside and lay
them on the altar, whereupon they
transformed into beautiful poinset-
tias.

Another plant rich in Christmas
legend is the Holy Thorn of Glas-

tonbury, which is said to
have sprung to life when St.
Joseph of Arimathea first
brought Christianity (and the
Holy Grail) to Britain and was
told to plant his staff in the
earth. Unlike other hawthor-
nes, this one
blooms twice a
year, and its mid-
winter flowering was
accounted miracu-
lous. Each year at
Christmas the mon-
arch is sent a spray
of blossom. The
plant is also said to
bloom at the ap-
proach of royalty.
There is a scion of
the old one from
Glastonbury Abbey
at the National Ca-
thedral in Washing-
i ton. When the
Queen Mother vis-
ited there in 1957,
one of my friends
wrote a correspon-
dant who lived there
to ask if the thorn
was in bloom and
was told there actu-
ally were some flow-
ers.

Sanfoin, the holy
hay that filled the
manger at Bethle-
hem, was said to
have blossomed red
when the Virgin
placed her child upon it; his
head was surrounded by a
halo of fresh flowers. Penny-
royal also burst into bloom
precisely at midnight, though,
as with mistletoe, the Euro-
pean and American plants
are clean different genuses.
Another herb whose name

lina; its green form is my favorite
and will do well in Florida as a
bright, verdant low border. |
could never learn what makes it
holy.
