California’s recent campaign against public nudity in
state parks has put a damper on nude sunbathing. For-
tunately, it's still tolerated in the northern section of
Black's Beach, America's most popular nude beach.
(The southern section of Black's Beach, within the
City of San Diego, is less tolerant.) Though Black's
Beach is by no means a gagly beach, it is fre-

guented by gay nudists who are turned off by the cur-
rent crackdown against nudity at San Onofre State
Beach.

2. Marshall's Beach, San Francisco, Califor-

nia

Perhaps the closest thing we have to aigajl nude
beach is Marshall's Beach. It's right next to the Golden
Gate Beach and is mostly unknown to the pedestrians

Marshall's
Beach is on the west side, reached via a sidewalk re-
served for bicyclists. Four years ago the federal gov-
ernment refurbished the area and added walking paths
to the water. Thatos a mi

ing straights also end up there.

3. San Gregorio Beach, San Mateo County,
California

San Gregorio Beach is not to be confused with the ad-
jacent state beach of the same name; stay north of the
"hazardous surf" sign to avoid park rangers. This is
America's oldest nude beach, dating back to 1967. It is
also the gayest, especially at the northern end. On any
given day there may be 200 people (mostly gay men)
searching for the perfect spot to disrobe. San Gregorio
is privately owned, which allows it to ignore the state's
antinudity laws. It boasts two miles of soft sand
