Southern Fruits 
Miles Gardner 
     No, I'm not talking about my 
community but about some co-
mestibles transplants may not be 
familiar with.  Florida is a cor-
nucopia of fresh fruits and 
vegetables all year, but we are 
conditioned to think of autumn 
as the time of harvest.  We in 
Florida have some spectacular 
offerings for that season. 

     The Old Testament book of Mi-
cah envisages  a time when God's 
kingdom is established on earth.  It 
famously says men will then "beat 
their swords into ploughshares and 
their spears into pruning hooks."  As 
a sign of prosperity in that halcyon 
time, "they shall sit every man under 
his vine and under his fig tree; and 
none shall make them afraid."  
These two plants have been staples 
since ancient times in warm climates, 

the southern equivalent of "a 
chicken in every pot." 

     Here in the south we 
have little luck with 

the European grapes 
that do well in up-
state New York 

and in 

California.  
But we 
have our 
own deli-
ciously 
sweet 
versions:  
the mus-
cadines, 
scuppernongs 
and wild bullaces (this last a term 

our ancestors in Britain used 
to describe their wild plums 
but which their colonial de-
scendants transferred to what 
they saw as a similar fruit).  
These have a thicker skin than 
grocery store grapes but have 
been used for winemaking 
(usually dessert wines but 
sometimes drier ones), jellies 
and eating out of hand since 
the Spanish settled in St. 
Augustine.  They vary in color 
from bronze (my favorites) to 
dark purple and grow like 
Topsy if they like their as-
signed spot.  Most southerners 
grow them on big arbors/
pergolas instead of the tra-
ditional low, separate sup-
port for each vine.  And also 
unlike regular viticulture, we 

almost never prune the vines.  
If we do prune, it's always in 
the coldest period of the year, 
and even then the vines bleed

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profusely and the next 
year's crop is affected.   

     Figs are tops on my list, 
but even though I hear 
tales of Italian immigrants 
in New Jersey growing 
them successfully by bend-
ing them to the ground in 
fall and covering them over 
with heavy mulch for win-
ter, I find they are not well 
known as a fresh fruit out-
side the coastal south.  De-
spite there being varieties 
with the names "Tennessee 
Mountain" and "Chicago 
Hardy," I found my rela-
tives in central Tennessee 
(certainly a part of the 
South), were unfamiliar 
with them outside of Fig 
Newtons and didn't 
much like them when 
they tasted them.  I'll 

have to say figs have an 
usual consistency which 
might put some people off; 
they may be the okra of 
southern fruits.   
     Probably the two main va-
rieties in the Southeast are 
òBrown Turkeyó and 
òCelesteó (also called the sugar 
fig), but there are many more 
cultivars, some of which stay 
green instead of ripening to the 
usual purplish-brown.  These, 
like white mulberries, are great 
if you have problems with birds, 
who donõt seem to have enough 
gumption to realize the darn 
things are ripe.  Right now Iõm 
growing two with real history 
behind them:  òDr. Osborneõs 
Prolific,ó which I bought at Jef-
fersonõs Monticello, and a wild 
one from the site of ancient Troy.  
Whatever fig you choose, this

     Added Kam Williams of the Villager: 

ñAlternately silly and shocking, yet ulti-

mately moving, this raunchy musical revue 

cleverly reveals the vulnerability of ubiqui-

tous nudity as a window to the human soul.ò 

     Other films chosen for the festival in-

clude ñThe Secrets,ò a Hebrew-language 

drama about two young women discovering 

their love for each other in a strict Jewish 

Orthodox school, and ñCommon Threads, a 

documentary narrated by Dustin Hoffman 

about the AIDS Quilt Project. One or two 

additional movies,  including one with a 

transgender theme, are expected to be 

booked later this month. 

     ñBesides the full-length features, weôre 

still scouting our area for a couple of locally 

produced indie shorts to add to our pro-

gram,ò said Tom Brown, OneDaytonaôs 

secretary.  ñWe welcome any sugges-

tions.ò (E-mail information to

      The festival will start midday Saturday, 

Oct. 1, and continue through the evening, 

with breaks of about a half-hour between 

each film.  The event also will showcase 

local gay-friendly organizations and busi-

nesses and provide HIV health information.  

All the films will be shown in downtown 

Daytona Beach at Cinematiqueôs new 70-

seat boutique theater at 242 S. Beach Street. 

The hall features comfortable table seating, 

stadium chairs and bistro-type stools. 

       Ticket prices for each film will be $6, 

with a $1 discount for Cinematique mem-

bers. Ticket orders will be handled by the 

Cinematique box office. 

        OneDaytona invites businesses and 

individuals to help support the festival with 

advertising or sponsorships. Donations of 

any amount are welcome. Donors will be 

listed in the festival program as either a 

ñFriendò or as a ñGold, Silver or Bronzeò 

Star of the Production, depending on their

     A third autumnal fruit whose cultivation is so 
ancient it was mentioned in Homer and the Book 
of Exodus is the pomegranate.  A decade ago 
many Americans knew it mostly from grenadine 
syrup, but its juice has recently become wildly 
popular because of its antioxidant qualities.  
There are double-flowering varieties which do not 
set fruit but which are absolutely gorgeous from 
mid-Spring to early fall.  There are also dwarf 
kinds which serve as ornamentals.  òWonderful,ó 
which originated in Florida late in the nineteenth 
century, is currently the leading commercial culti-
var in the United States.  But across the Southeast 
there are many old, passalong varieties such as 
òPlantation Sweetó and òBabylonó (which re-
mains yellow when ripe).  Several of these are 
more cold-hardy than òWonderfuló and are bet-
ter for eating fresh. 

     Other warm-climate fruits of autumn I can 
recommend are Japanese persimmons (make a 
delicious pudding!), pineapple guavas (not a 
guava at allñmore like a Kiwi fruit), jujubes, and 
the strawberry or Che tree (òCudrania cuspi-
dataó).  Bet most of you have never heard of this 
last, even if you grew up here.  But itõs so durable 
that one on Sea Island, Georgia is more than two 
centuries old and produces huge crops every fall.  
I know Iõm forgetting many more, but that means 
happy hunting for all you plant enthusiasts.

DAYTONA BEACH -- What started as a 

Deltona mother's campaign to make sure 

her transgender child would be safe at 

school moved ahead on a new front this 

week as 65 Volusia teachers, counselors 

and school administrators learned about 

gender identity issues and how they im-

pact their students.  

"Our job is to make kids safe, all kids," 

said Amy Hall, counseling specialist for 

Volusia schools, in explaining the reason 

for the two-day workshop that wrapped 

up Wednesday at Mainland High School. 

"If they don't feel safe at school, they're 

not going to be productive academically."  

The workshop, led by staff from the YES 

Institute in Miami, grew out of discus-

sions that led to the Volusia School 

Board's March adoption of a pol-

icy banning bullying or harass-

ment of students or employees 

based on gender identity or ex-

pression.  

The Deltona mother, who spoke at 

the workshop Wednesday but 

asked to remain anonymous to 

protect her child's identity, had 

been pushing for the policy for a 

year with the help of the American 

Civil Liberties Union.  

She reported her child, who's a 

biological girl being raised as a boy in 

the belief that's the child's true gender 

identity, had been teased by other chil-

dren at a Deltona elementary school. 

Some adults at the school also called the 

child "her" in front of other youngsters 

and wouldn't allow use of the masculine 

first name the child preferred, she said.  

The 9-year-old's parents had the name 

changed legally in January to a male 

version of the name they chose when the 

child was born. That's transformed the 

child from "a depressed daughter to a 

happy son," the mother said.  

"For the longest time, it was me against 

the school system," the child's mother 

told the workshop participants. She no 

longer feels that way after this week's 

meetings with a roomful of educators "who want 

to be supportive."  

"She's not only a parent; she's an advocate," Hall 

said of the Deltona mother after she talked about 

her family's experiences in raising a transgender 

child. "If it wasn't for her, we'd be light years be-

hind where we are."  

The YES Institute was founded in 1996 to combat 

high rates of suicide among gay, lesbian, bisexual 

and transgender youth. It now offers a series of 

training programs on gender, orientation, commu-

nication and leadership.  

Educating people about those issues is "going to 

save the lives of children," said the institute's co-

founder, Martha Fugate, who was one of the lead-

ers of this week's workshop.  

Hall said national studies have shown 31 percent 

of transgender youth attempt suicide at some 

point in their lives and 60 percent of them are 

victims of violent attacks.  

She said Volusia schools are seeing more students 

identify themselves at an earlier age as being gay, 

lesbian, bisexual or transgender "because they feel 

safe."  

Every high school in the county has a number of 

such students, she said, and workshop participants 

reported it's not unusual to see same-gender cou-

ples holding hands on campus even at middle 

schools.

long beach in Haulover 
Park.  The northern 
half mile of the shore-
line is a nude beach 
that is officially recog-
nized and approved by 
the government of Mi-
ami-Dade 
County.  Parking costs 
$5.00 per auto and 
there are no other fees 
to enter.  It opens from 
7 AM till dusk, seven 
days  a week. The 
clothing-optional sec-
tion was first desig-
nated by South Florida 

Free Beaches, a local naturist organi-
zation, in July 1991. The county at first 
tolerated but did not sanction the 

usage.  Haulover Beach features 
wonderful amenities like barbecue 
grills, food & drink stalls and show-
ers.  Haulover beach is also famous 
for itõs crystal sand and tropical 
waves and has been featured on the 
Travel Channelõs òTop Beaches 
List.ó  Lifeguards also patrol the 

beach all day to ensure safety. 

The beach is extremely popular and 
there is plenty to occupy your time 
like volleyball games and surfing 
contests. And, itõs a great way to 
meet people!  As you pay your $5.00 
parking fee, the attendant will ex-
plain what section is for gays and 
which section is for straights and the 
òin-betweenó section is, of course be-
tween those two sections!
